Objective

The New Zealand Institute of Landscape Architects (NZILA) is committed to protecting and enhancing the landscape.  To achieve this objective the NZILA encourages members to take a leadership role in promoting sustainable and innovative landscape and resource management policies and practices.

Involvement of Members

Specifically, this will involve NZILA members in:

1 Contributing to sustainable landscape and resource management policies and practices through research, planning and design.

2 Identifying, protecting and enhancing the landscape character of all New Zealand landscapes.

3 Devising and advocating measures that remedy, avoid or mitigate adverse environmental effects.

4 Contributing to the conservation and enhancement of biodiversity by promoting an understanding of indigenous ecosystems and processes and by helping to protect and restore the indigenous character of New Zealand’s diverse landscapes.

5 Encouraging the use of plants appropriate to local ecosystems, particularly local indigenous plants and avoiding the use of non-local plants that may naturalise or otherwise threaten local indigenous ecosystems.

6 Encouraging the use of non-toxic and non-hazardous materials and the re-use and recycling of materials.

7 Promoting the use of energy from renewable sources.

8 Promoting the use of timber and other materials that come from sustainable sources.

9 Using and advocating the use of energy efficient systems.

10 Supporting communities in environmental protection and enhancement matters by encouraging clients and employers to consult and involve communities in decision-making and project implementation.

11 Advocating and supporting a programme of legislation that promotes sustainable landscape and resource management.

12 Developing and promoting systems to monitor performance of achieving sustainable landscape and resource management.
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
